We Need Volunteers…where?
We have started to teach Thresholds at the Youth Center for a new program they have called the Evening Reporting Center (ERC).  The program is designed to serve Chester County pre-adjudicated and adjudicated delinquent adolescent males from the Coatesville area for 30 program days.  Thresholds is taught for a total of 6 hours to the students.  There is only the classroom training; there is no one-on-ones.
